In the event of the tender being submitted by a firm, it must be signed separately by each member there of , or in the event of the absence of a partner it must be signed on his behalf by a person holding a power of attorney authorizing him to do so, or in the case of a company the quotation should be executed in the manner laid down in the said Company’s Articles of Association. The signatures on the quotations should be deemed to be authorised signatures.

3. All the columns of the Tender form shall be duly, properly and exhaustively filled in. The rates and units shall not be overwritten . Quotations shall always be both in figures and words. The words “No quotation” should be written across any or all of the items in the schedule for which a tenderer does not wish to tender.

4. Any omission in filling the columns of “units” and “rates” shall altogether debar a quotation from being considered.

5. The tenderers must sign all the quotations.

6. A draft of Rs 10,000/- must be deposited as Earnest Money in the name of NIIFT ,Mohali, prepared from any scheduled bank payable at Mohali  and the receipt must accompany the tender form failing which the tender will not be considered . If any successful tenderer fails to sign the contract on terms contained in the invitation for tender, its tender form and quotation form and conditions of contract, or to pay the additional security referred to in the next clause below, the above said amount will be regarded as forfeited.

7. The successful tenderer may be required to deposit in addition as security for the performance of the contract an amount equal to 5 percent of the approximate value of the estimated cost.

8. The Director General, NIIFT Mohali will have the right to rejecting all or any of the quotation without assigning any reasons.

9. No tender will be considered unless and until all the documents are properly signed.

General Terms and Conditions of Contract

The offer shall remain open for acceptance for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of the tender. 2. The tender should be in the prescribed form obtained from the Office of the  Director, NIIFT,

Mohali in the name of the intending tenderer on payment of Rs. 200/- (Rupees Two hundred only) including Sales Tax and Postage ( Non-refundable).

DURATION OF SUPPLY DELIVERY:-

The supply 35 KVA and 70 KVA DIESEL GENERATOR WITH ACOUSTIC ENCLOSURE should be completed with in 30 days from the date of issue of order. Delay beyond 60 days period will result in cancellation of order and forefeit of the E.M.D. amount. This will be at the discretion of the Director,NIIFT, Mohali.

At the time of delivery by the tenderer the generators will be subject to 100% check at the unloading point. The checking will be done by the authorized person by the NIIFT,Mohali. In the event the generator/s not conforming to specification the rejection of the machine by authorized person at unloading point will be final and should not be disputed by the supplier. At the time of inspection the authorized representative may be present.

PAYMENT:

Payment shall be made on installation of the machine and in a satisfactory manner and  after deducting the value towards Penalty charges for belated supply if any.

DISPUTE
Any dispute arising out of non-fulfillment of any of the terms and conditions of this tender agreement or liquidated damages in default on the part of the Tenderer will be subject to  the jurisdiction of the Courts in Mohali only.

INSTALLATION AND COMMISSIONING:

The diesel generator sets are required to be installed at Mohali and Ludhiana. The successful tenderer should furnish the necessary foundation drawings in triplicate. They should also install the generator sets with necessary inter-connection cable between alternator, control gear and mains and commission the generator set. Necessary wiring diagrams of the control gear should be supplied along with the generator sets. Necessary cable glands for terminals should be provided by the successful tenderer. The tenderers should obtain the “Safety Certificate and Alternator’s Efficiency Certificate” from CEA during installation and commissioning of the DG set. The tenderer should furnish necessary “instruction manual”, “maintenance manual”, special instructions, if any.
TEST CERTIFICATE:

Necessary type and routine test certificate duly signed by the inspecting officer should be supplied in triplicate along with the supply of the DG set. 

NOTE: I. Dunlop Gushy foot mountings are to be provided

II. Copper strip at neutral earthing is to be of standard size with fasteners of brass.

III. Tests shall also include:

a) Speed regulation,

b) No load and full load test

c) Fuel consumption

d) Rating test

e) Frequency of no load, full load and half full load
Manual Mode

a) In a manual mode it shall be feasible to start up the generator set only by the operator pressing the start push button.

b) Alternator contractor/circuit breaker close and trip preparation shall be also through operator only, by processing the appropriate button on the panel, closure shall be feasible only after alternation has build up full voltage.

c) Engine shut down, except otherwise due to faults , shall be manual by pressing a stop button.
